FROM THE DIRECTOR 

 
Dear Coalition members, supporters, and friends: 
 
2002 was a year of accomplishment and challenge in the Coalition’s work to end domestic 
violence.  This report summarizes the programs and services we provided to our membership 
and to the statewide community as a whole.  We are grateful for your participation and support. 
 
We held our first “Working Together For Access” training that brought teams of disability 
advocates, domestic violence advocates, and service providers together to explore the process of 
building meaningful partnerships across disciplines.  This was the second phase in our effort to 
increase both quantity and quality of service to people with disabilities who are victims of 
domestic violence. 
 
At the end of the year, we published Tell the World What Happened To Me, our biennial report 
containing findings and recommendations from the fatality review project.  The report reminds 
us of the human toll of domestic violence and of the many ways that we can work to improve 
community responses to victims and perpetrators. 
 
We celebrated the courage of young people by selecting five “Refuse To Abuse” Youth All-Stars.  
These individuals were honored at a Seattle Mariners home game for their leadership in 
addressing domestic and dating violence.  Their energy and determination are paving the way 
for a better future for all of us. 
 
Throughout the year, we witnessed the growing impact of 9/11 and a country focused on 
terrorism and war.  The redirection of resources to homeland security diminished federal VAWA 
(Violence Against Women Act) and VOCA (Victims of Crime Act) funding.  And in Washington, 
the post-9/11 economic downturn threatened state funding for critical human services. 
 
In the years ahead, we must all work hard to preserve what we have worked so hard to create – 
shelter, support and advocacy for victims, community partnerships that promote safety and 
responsibility, and calls to action that link domestic violence to other social and global issues.

BUILDING A COALITION TO END DOMESTIC VIOLENCE  
 
 

Public Policy Advocacy:  We promote public policies and institutional changes that increase 
safety and justice for battered women and their children. 
 
Fatality Review Project: We work with local communities to examine and learn from the deaths 
of battered women, their family members or friends killed by abusers. This project combines 
research, policy advocacy and local problem-solving to address the gaps in the system that can 
leave batterers unaccountable, and victims with nowhere to turn.  

 
In 2002, we conducted 11 fatality reviews and established 1 new review panel in Benton/ 
Franklin/Walla Walla Counties. We published “Tell the World What Happened to Me”: Findings 
and Recommendations from the Washington State Domestic Violence Fatality Review. We also 
published Covering Domestic Violence: A Guide for Journalists and Other Media Professionals, and 
are seeing positive changes in local media handling of these cases. 
 
This ground-breaking report addresses domestic violence homicides and focuses on why 
approximately 33% of women who are murdered in Washington State are killed by their current 
or former intimate partner. The report identifies seven key findings and recommendations for 
change in local and state policy, practice and community action. Download the report from our 
website at www.wscadv.org. 
 
Economic Justice Project: We work with domestic violence programs and the public benefits 
system to increase victim access to welfare – which can be lifesaving for those fleeing abuse. 
Our efforts are improving the safety of battered women and children - those living in poverty, 
as well as those living with violence because of the fear of poverty. 
 
One of our successes in 2002 was the welfare office pilot project which sites a domestic violence 
advocate working directly in the welfare office.  Due to these efforts, DSHS almost doubled the 
number of sites to more than 35. 
 
Legislation: Our legislative work ensures a voice for victims and survivors “on the hill” in 
Olympia and in Washington, D.C.; advocates continued funding for shelters and community 
programs; and mobilizes our statewide membership.  
 
Given the economic downturn, we made the decision in 2002 to focus on the state budget. Our 
work resulted in minimal budget cuts to domestic violence shelters and to “underserved 
population” advocacy programs. We supported the successful passage of several bills, 
including: unemployment insurance for those forced to leave a job because of domestic violence 
or stalking; funding for low-income housing; and a task force to address international 
trafficking of persons. 



Training & Technical Assistance:  We support best practices among domestic violence 
programs and their allies. In 2002, we trained domestic violence workers around the state on 
topics such as victim-defendants, advocacy-based counseling, and non-profit management. We 
trained 22 local teams of law enforcement, prosecutors and advocates. We provided on-site 
consultation to domestic violence programs, and continued to break new ground with our 
journal, The A-Files, on topics such as post-9/11 advocacy with immigrant victims. 
  
Regional Networking: To promote connection among domestic violence programs, especially 
in rural areas, we traveled around the state to hold 5 regional membership meetings. 
 
Native Advocacy Project: The Coalition is honored to serve a coordinating role in an inter-tribal 
network of Tribal advocates, Urban Indian programs, and non-Tribal domestic violence 
programs across the state. Kwuln Yamncữt (meaning “gathering of family”) provides a unique 
opportunity for training and support to promote safety and sovereignty of Native women. In 
2002, Native advocates and their allies gathered at the Spokane Indian Reservation and at our 
annual conference. 
 
Leadership Development:  In accordance with our Principles of Unity, we supported six 
constituent groups to provide opportunities for networking, leadership development and 
training. In 2002, these groups were: the Jewish Caucus, Immigrant & Refugee Network, Queer 
Caucus, Native Network, Survivors in Service Caucus, and Women of Color Caucus. 
 

 
Educational Resources: The Coalition is proud to develop and 
distribute high quality, innovative educational tools about the real-life 
experiences of women living with domestic violence. These include In 
Her Shoes: Living with Domestic Violence and Caminando En Sus 
Zapatos (“Walking in Her Shoes”), a Spanish version of this popular 
simulation.  
 
In 2002, we heard from programs and grassroots groups in our state, 
around the U.S., and in Central America that these tools are 
revolutionizing domestic violence community education.

PROGRAM HIGHLIGHTS 
 

♦ Refuse To Abuse Campaign 
 
In 1997, the Coalition teamed up with the Seattle Mariners in an innovative public education 
campaign to prevent domestic violence. Highlighting the campaign are media advertisements 
featuring Mariners players - currently Carlos Guillen and Jamie Moyer. This is the first effort 
nationally to engage credible, professional male athletes in speaking out about domestic 
violence.  
 
In 2002, we created a youth leadership awards program, the Refuse To Abuse Youth All-Stars, to 
promote activism among young men and women. On June 8, the Coalition recognized its 
inaugural group of All-Stars at SAFECO field in pre-game ceremonies, with Chuck Armstrong, 
President of the Seattle Mariners and players Jamie Moyer and Carlos Guillen.  The All-Stars 
also met with the Coalition’s pro-bono advertising firm, KNCB/Dave, to help us learn better 
ways to reach teen audiences. 
 
The All-Stars were selected through statewide nominations emphasizing commitment and work 
to prevent domestic and teen dating violence in their communities.  The 2002 All-Stars were: 
 

• Gonzalo Caballero, Bremerton. Gonzalo has been involved with the YWCA ALIVE Shelter in 
Kitsap County, Survivors in Service, and the Kitsap Human Rights Network for the past 8 years. 

• Jamie Nash, a high school senior, Republic.  She was a committed volunteer with the Ferry 
County Connections DV program and works to raise awareness of dating violence at school. 

• Jaycob Powell, an 8th grader, Bellingham.  He worked with staff at Womencare shelter to 
coordinate dating violence presentations for all 8th graders in his middle school. 

• Ryan Tompkins, a high school junior, Gig Harbor.  Ryan led a dating violence prevention 
interactive theater program with Planned Parenthood of Western Washington. 

• Kim-Khanh Van, Garfield High School, Seattle. Kim-Khanh was a teen peer advocate with the 
Asian Counseling and Referral Services AP ADVICE program.

♦ Disability and Domestic Violence Advocacy Project 
 
In 1997, Linda David, a Washington resident with disabilities, was “rescued” by law 
enforcement after more than a decade of spousal abuse. Her husband was also her state-paid 
caregiver. Media coverage revealed that state authorities had failed to investigate numerous 
allegations of domestic violence, and brought public attention to the fact that, of all the public 
agencies involved with either party, none were effective in stopping Mr. David’s violence.  
 
While this case was outrageous, it was far from atypical. People with disabilities experience 
higher levels of abuse than the general population, from partners, attendants and institutions. 
For example, an estimated 40% of women living with disabilities have been assaulted, raped or 
abused (Stimpson and Best, 1991). 
 
 

  Survivors living with disabilities tell us that choosing between  
  freedom from violence or independent living is no choice at all. 

 
 
Ms. David’s case brought to stunning clarity the ways that helping systems can exclude people 
with disabilities living with abuse. In response to this case and to Governor Locke’s task force 
report, Everybody’s Business: Report of the Governor’s Domestic Violence Action Group, the Coalition 
approached the Abused Deaf Women’s Advocacy Services (ADWAS) to help us lead a ground-
breaking effort in Washington State. ADWAS is the first domestic violence/sexual assault 
program in the U.S. that is by and for Deaf people. Together, we convened two community 
meetings – and 120 people came. We found eager partners among the disability and domestic 
violence advocacy fields, disability service providers, state agencies, and survivors of domestic 
violence. 60% of those attending the meetings were people with disabilities.  
 
Partnerships with activists, advocates, service workers, and local programs in 2002 resulted in:  

• An education and resource manual, Enough and Yet Not Enough: An Educational Resource 
Manual on Domestic Violence Advocacy for Persons with Disabilities in Washington State. 

• A community-based faculty, led by people with disabilities and survivors. 
• Advocacy training. 
• New or stronger relationships between local disability and domestic violence programs.  

 
The realities of shrinking budgets and limited resources for people with disabilities force us to 
focus on creative, practical strategies for advocacy and relationship building between disability 
and domestic violence advocates, and between activists and service providers. Their 
commitment will ultimately create a world where people living with disabilities are both safe 
and independent.
